NEW WINDOWS

All existing windows are in a poor state of repair, they are all single 
glazed sash windows, some have also lost their original central vertical 
bead.

The proposal is to replace all windows with new thermally efficient triple 
glazed ones.

We understand the requirement for the detailing of these new windows 
to be as close to the existing details as possible, but would like to point 
out that the deepening of the window frame, whether for double or triple 
glazed units, will be inevitable. We will endeavour however that this is 
kept to a strict minimum.

The replacement of these windows is absolutely crucial to the overall 
thermal performance of the house. 

It will enable the project to achieve the 80% reduction in CO2 emission 
as required by the competition which is in line with UK commitment to 
reduce country’s emissions by 80% by 2050. 

Replacing single glazed windows with double or triple glazing will be an 
essential mitigation measure necessary for the construction industry to 
meet these global UK targets. 
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
